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VOLTAGE TRANSFORMER
THERMAL BURDEN RATING

The thermal burden rating of a voltage transformer is the amount of power that can be
delivered without exceeding the temperature rise set-forth in the applicable standard.

The maximum burden that the transformer can supply while maintaining the accuracy classis
listed in the accuracy rating. For example, a unit rated 0.3WXY Z,ZZ will maintain an
accuracy 0.3% up to aZZ burden (400 VA). When this transformer is loaded with a higher
burden than 400 VA, the accuracy will not be maintained.

For most applications, the thermal burden rating of a voltage transformer is not important.
Only in special applications, such as power charging circuits, should the thermal burden be
an important parameter.
